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President's Report

It is difficult to believe that it is time for all of our
“snow birds” to return to Riverbend. It will be great
to have all of you back. Riverbend survived the
summer and so far have been blessed to have
dodged the hurricanes from Africa. We are not
completely clear yet but let’s hope we continue the
good luck trend.

Painting and building repair is still progressing on
Wood Haven Lane. We have uncovered a lot of
unexpected damaged wood and have had to do more
work than anticipated. This has impacted schedules
and costs. We are not sure if Wood Haven Lane will
be completed this year. It is not practical to continue
painting and repairs when all of you are here. Work
will continue next year after the busy season.

The new development to our south, “OLD
CYPRESS POINTE” has started to build . One
home is up and about 75% complete. The plans call
for a dock for each riverfront home and a common
dock for the homes on the lake side. Access to the
common dock will be via a board walk that runs
along the north edge of the property inside their
property line. This will put it very close to our club
house porch. The walkway will be about three feet
off the ground with a sloping ramp to the river

where there will be a dock. They are building it to
go over the mangroves. Unfortunately we will be
looking at the walkway and ramp from our
property. We researched the permits and official
documents thoroughly and found everything to be
in compliance with the approved plans. When the
construction is complete we will look into installing
some landscaping to improve the appearance.

Much work has been underway to develop a new
web site for Riverbend. The goal is to present
Riverbend in a good way for owners and potential
buyers. The new site is discussed later in this issue.
John Pinter, Tom Haworth, Dave Goodwin and Jim
Howenstine have been doing a great deal of work
on this project. Looking forward to seeing all of you
soon.

Pool report

One of the great advantages of leaving Riverbend
for our summer homes is to allow the staff to spruce
up the “old place” for our arrival in the fall. Many
projects are put off when possible until the summer
S0 as not to inconvenience us and interfere with our
activities.

This past summer our pool
was drained and given an
acid bath to clean the
bottom of the pool. We also
re-grouted and replaced |
several of the ceramic tiles |
around the top edge of the
pool. One of the problems :
(with all pools) is the etching or erosion of the ceramic
finish along the water line. Although the pool is
scrubbed daily, this eroded line turns black and gives the
impression of a scum line, especially with the white
tiles. All the tiles along the water line are now blue and
even though they will eventually erode, the line will not
be as noticeable.

Because we live in Riverbend, we tend to take for
granted all it has to offer. One of our great assets is the
pool and it’s location along the river. The beauty of it
all, and what we have, became evident this summer
when we allowed Little Club residents to use the pool
while theirs was closed for renovation. Besides their
gratitude and thanks for our neighborly gesture they
couldn’t get over how beautiful our pool and location
were. We are fortunate indeed.

In the past I’ve written about the proactive stance
our management and staff take on the maintenance
of our units and grounds. Because of this we don‘t
have to put up with unsightly messes until larger
sums of moneys are available to fix them. Your
board has also taken a proactive stance in dealing
with the current housing crises. We are fortunate
that we only have one foreclosure to date in this
recession. It’s evident that past marketing practices
were not working and they are no longer viable.
Over the summer an ad hoc committee looked into
all aspects of bringing prospective buyers or renters
to our property. They decided it was necessary to
enlist the aid of professionals to help in sales before
more units fall into foreclosure, affecting not only
our cash flow but also our ability to keep and enjoy
what we currently have. We are the “Best Kept
Secret” but now it’s time to let the cat out of the
bag.

One of the targeted areas for improvement was the
web site (http://riverbendfl.com). This site was
over 10 years old and needed updating. The board
appropriated funds to redesign a new up-to-date
site, but because of the expense of using an outside
agency, | took it upon myself to do the design along
with the collaboration of the board and Tom
Haworth who designed the old site and hosts it on
his servers. The only cost to Riverbend is the cost
of the software.

The intent of the site is to not only interest and
educate visitors but to pique their interest enough to
enquire further. We also wanted a site that was
meaningful and usable for our residents. 1 feel that
by working together we have accomplished that
goal.

The welcome screen will introduce visitors to our
area. Visitors can then see what makes us the “Best
Kept Secret”, read our newsletters and check out
our activities. They can also check out our golf

course by viewing our course layout and scorecard.
Should they want to visit us, there are maps
directing them to our ‘secluded” location. One of
the most common remarks we hear from realtors
was that our maintenance costs were too high. Now
visitors and realtors can see exactly what we have to
offer and what is covered in the fees so they can
compare apples to apples and realize the fees are
not excessive for what they include.

Most of the pages will be static and not change or
change very little. However, we have several pages
under the activities section that will be updated
quite often. We will have Chanel 63 available to
view on the site and we have a page for Tom Buoye
to post his weekly emails of the week’s activities.
There’s also a section for slide shows of our
activities and functions so be sure to take pictures
and submit them to Lorraine to post. The board
minutes for both condo and golf meetings will be
available as well as rules, forms and guides that we
will be able to download.By designing the site in-
house, we can change it as necessary to
accommodate additional features or keep up with
modern trends. Check it out; I think you will like it.

We arrived back in Tequesta on October 3™ and of
course, one of the first things I did was to play a
round of golf on our beautiful golf course on the
Loxahatchee River. It was an enjoyable round. The
course looks well maintained, as always, but it
humbled me again, trying to get out of the bunkers.
All kidding aside, I believe you’ll find our course in
pristine shape and our pro shop and cart/bag staff, as
well as your neighbors, anxiously awaiting your
return.

John Scotten has informed me that he has repaired a
sinkhole on 16 fairway, removed a few trees adjacent
to No. 5 tee and has planted about 20 additional
Oleander bushes between No. 11 fairway and the
driving range, trying to add some protection to our
golfers on No. 11 and also beauty to our course. John
Scotten has asked that | announce that the over
seeding of the greens this year has been planned for
the first week in December.

Late last season, our Golf Board approved the use of a
Discount Guest Card available for sale in the
Administration Building. This is available to our
Regular and Full members for $159.75, which
includes the tax—a savings of 22% off the regular
guest fee price. It allows the card holder to pre-pay
for their guest(s) fees. Simply bring your Discount
Guest Card to the pro shop with your guest and the
staff will punch your card for a 9 hole or 18 hole
round. The card provides coverage for five 18 hole
rounds or ten 9 hole rounds or any combination
giving a total of 90 holes of golf at the reduced rate.

Summer happenings on the golf course while you
were away....

Water was a problem. The drought from
January to July was tough to keep up
with. Encon cut back our water supply
20% in May and 20% more in June.
Finally the storms started with heavy
lightning which, in turn, destroyed the control boxes
on the driving range and No. 8 fairway. Being without
reduced water for three days, in blistering heat, spotted
some of the greens.

Another storm blew out one of the three phases of
electric from FPL, which destroyed some of the
circuitry in the pump house. This also destroyed
motors of the pond aerators. Florida Power is now
replacing the underground feed to our transformers.
Phase monitors are also being installed to the aerators.

Scheduled aeration on all greens and tee’s was
completed. (Four individual times)

Three large Bischofia trees along side of No. 5 tee
station were removed and stumps ground.

No. 16 fairway was repaired of buried debris from
original landscaping.

Work to be scheduled:
The screen on the main irrigation pump (No. 12) is to
be rebuilt and the wet well has to be cleaned.

Maintenance building roof has to be updated. Leaky
drains were repaired. Prices are in progress.

The chemical room has a rat problem. Dave started
replacing fascia & soffit, plus replaced the trim around
the doors where the rats chewed to get in. (We wait to
use the lift when it’s not being used)

Strobe lights on the warning system. This a system that
blinks when the alarm sounds. So many people are
not aware of an approaching storm as they don’t hear
the horns. (The hearing of many residents is not what

it used to be) The strobe lights, along with the horns,
will enable golf players and tennis players alike, to get
off the course & courts.

Additional future projects:
1 Re-establishing of the pond banks on the SW
side of N0.12 green.

1 Rusted fuse boxes at pump control stations and
the half -way house have to be addressed.

9 Concrete cart path next to No.12 green has to
be finished. (Condo)

9 Drain & pavement on cart path leaving the
parking lot toward No.1 Green. (Sinking &
rough.)

9 Fertilizing the whole course on Monday,
Oct.24 or 31%, depending on weather.

9 Overseeding the greens and tees with winter
rye starts the first week of Dec.

The summer schedule has continued to keep up the
quality of Riverbend Golf, through the efforts of John
Scotten and his crew.
